The City of lone is currently soliciting qualifications for Design-Build-Operate-Finance (DBOF)
services for the construction of a new water reclamation facility with a 30-year operations
contract for the facilities constructed by the DBOF team.

The qualifications shall be enclosed in a sealed envelope and be plainly marked on the upper
left hand comer with the name and address of the Consultant and bear the following title: City of
lone DBOF Wastewater Services SOQ.

The City will not consider responses received after the specified time and date. An amendment
is considered a new statement of qualifications and will not be accepted after the specified time
and date.

A mandatory pre-submittal meeting and site visit will be conducted on September 29, 2009.
The meeting will begin at 11:00 AM at City Hall, 1 East Main Street, lone, California and will be
followed by a visit to the site of the City Wastewater Treatment Plant.






The City of lone Wastewater Master Plan (July 29, 2009) evaluates the existing wastewater
treatment system and proposed project phases for developing treatment, disposal, and storage.
In compliance with CEQA, an accompanying environmental impact report (EIR) has been
prepared to evaluate the environmental impacts associated with the Master Plan and proposes
mitigation measures for construction and operation impacts when required. The EIR is currently
circulating for public review and has not been approved by the City. The City Council is
expected to consider whether to certify the EIR and approve the Master Plan in October 2009.
By issuing this Request for Qualifications, the City is not making any representations about the
City’s intent to certify the EIR or approve the Master Plan.

The
Selection Committee may deem it necessary to interview applicants. The City retains the
right to interview applicants as part of the selection process.

Committee are not to be contacted by the respondents.
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1. NOTIFICATION OF PRE-QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

The City of lone ("City") is requesting competitive proposals for Design-Build-Operate-Finance
services to construct a new lone Water Reclamation Facility ("Project”) in the City of lone,
California. The City's competitive selection process will proceed in two steps.

Step 1 is the pre-qualification phase of the Design-Build-Operate-Finance Entity (DBOF Entity).

Step 2 is the technical proposal from the DBOF Entity. Only those DBOF Entities that are
successfully qualified in Step 1 will be allowed to participate in Step 2.

1.1. INTRODUCTION

The City is located in Amador County, California, 40 miles southeast of Sacramento and 30
miles northeast of Stockton. The City was incorporated in 1953. It has a five-member council
and a City Manager form of government. The members of the City Council are elected at-large.
They serve staggered four-year terms, with the Mayor being rotated annually among the Council
Members. The Council meets on the first and third Tuesday of each month.

The City of lone provides a range of services including public safety, fire, sewer service,
development regulation, public works, community and recreation activities and events, and
general administrative functions.

This RFQ is related to the procurement of Design-Build-Operate-Finance services for the
proposed water reclamation facility. The City seeks services of a Design-Build-Operate-Finance
team that can provide design, construction, operation, and private financing for the Project.
Based on the submitted RFQs, professionals meeting the minimum qualifications will be
screened and narrowed down prior to conducting possible interviews. If the City determines to
proceed with contracting for these services, the selected firms or individuals might then be
interviewed by a review panel. It is the intent of the City to select Design-Build-Operate-Finance
teams which are most qualified and that understand the needs of the City. After the RFQ
process, it is the intent of the City to invite three individuals or firms to receive a project RFP.

1.2. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT

The Project entails the potential design, construction, operation and financing of a complete
water reclamation facility and appurtenances to replace the City’s existing secondary
wastewater treatment plan (WWTP). The City is in the process of reviewing a Wastewater
Master Plan, which describes the project in more detail. The City is expected to consider
whether to approve the Wastewater Master Plan in October 2009. The City is issuing this RFQ
in anticipation of adopting a Wastewater Master Plan, but by issuing this RFQ the City makes no
representations regarding its intent to approve the Wastewater Master Plan. The Project
includes a single facility with an average dry weather flow design capacity of 0.8 million gallons
per day (MGD), expandable to 1.6 MGD. The new facilities include influent pumping, preliminary
treatment (screening and grit removal), activated sludge biological treatment with nutrient
(nitrogen) removal, California Title 22 tertiary filtration and treatment, Title 22 ultraviolet (UV)
disinfection of effluent, a recycled water pumping station, and a distribution pipeline to the
Castle Oaks Water Reclamation Plant. Auxiliary facilities include a control building, odor control,
sludge digestion, and biosolids dewatering facilities. Construction of Percolation Pond 8,
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decommissioning of the existing secondary treatment plant, and restoration of the site of
Treatment Ponds 1, 2, 3, and 4 will be included in the DBOF project.

The estimated construction budget is approximately $10 million to $15 million, excluding
current planning costs and Design-Build-Operate-Finance contract management costs by the
City.

The detailed technical requirements for the Project are being developed and will be presented in
the RFP. The presentation of the technical requirements in this RFQ is for general
understanding only and is not necessarily indicative of the RFP requirements.

The City has retained LEE & RO, Inc. (“LEE & RO") as the owner's representative to assist in
evaluation of the Pre-Qualification Documents and development of the preliminary engineering
designs and specifications for the Request for Proposals. Once the contract has been awarded
for construction of the new facilities by a Design-Build-Operate-Finance team, LEE & RO will
support the City by providing Construction Management services throughout project
implementation.

The City has developed a procurement strategy that includes the following steps.

RFQ issuance

Addenda to the RFQ issuance (if necessary)

Pre-Qualification Document submission by DBOF Entities

Interviews of DBOF Entities based upon Pre-Qualification Documents (if necessary)
City short-list pre-qualified DBOF Entities

RFP issuance to pre-qualified DBOF Entities

Addenda to the RFP issuance (if necessary)

Proprietary meetings with DBOF Entities to review proposal concepts
Clarification addenda to the RFP issuance (if necessary)

Technical and Price Proposal submission by DBOF Entities

Proposal evaluation based on "best value"

Formal approval of selected Proposer by City

Further details of the procurement process, including anticipated dates and deadlines are
provided in Section 2 and Section 3 of this RFQ. Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1720 and
following, as applicable, this Project is defined as a public work for purposes of the prevailing
wage law.

1.3. MINIMUM BONDING REQUIREMENTS
The minimum bonding capacity will equal the construction budget. Prospective DBOF Entities
that cannot provide evidence of the capacity for bonding at that amount will not be considered
qualified even though they may be qualified otherwise.

1.4. NOTICE OF PRE-QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS
Notice is hereby given that the City has determined that all respondents and proposers for the
Project to be undertaken by the City must be pre-qualified prior to submitting a Design-Build-

Operate-Finance proposal on the Project. It is mandatory that all DBOF Entities who intend to
submit a proposal, fully complete the Pre-Qualification Documents, provide all materials
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requested herein, and be approved by the City to be on the short-list of qualified DBOF Entities
eligible to respond to the RFP.

The City intends to establish a procedure to pre-qualify DBOF Entities pursuant to California
Public Contract Code Section 20175.2(d)(3). DBOF Entities will be required to meet minimum
gualifications and will be evaluated and ranked for the purpose of developing a short-list of the
highest qualified DBOF Entities to be eligible to respond to the RFP. All respondents to the RFP
must comply with the requirements of this RFQ and must be on the short-list of qualified DBOF
Entities.

For the purpose of this RFQ, the Pre-Qualification Documents include;

o Answers to questions contained in the Pre-Qualification Questionnaire
Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) prepared according to the instructions in Section 4
of this RFQ

e Financial information, including current bonding and insurance capacity, notarized
statement from surety, and the most recent reviewed or audited financial statements,
with accompanying notes and supplemental information
Resumes of key personnel

o Reference project information
Certification forms

The City will use these documents as the basis of rating DBOF Entities in respect to the size
and scope of contracts upon which each DBOF Entity is qualified to submit proposals.

The City reserves the right to check other sources available. The City's decision will be based
on objective evaluation criteria defined in Appendices A and B.

While it is the intent of the Pre-Qualification Documents and supporting information required
therewith to assist the City in determining the DBOF Entity responsibility prior to submittal of a
proposal, neither the fact of pre-qualification, nor any pre-qualification rating, will preclude the
City from a post-qualification consideration and determination of whether a DBOF Entity has the
quality, fitness, capacity and experience to satisfactorily perform the proposed work, and has
demonstrated the requisite trustworthiness.

A DBOF Entity may be found not qualified for proposing on this Project until the DBOF Entity
meets the City's requirements. In addition, a DBOF Entity may be found not qualified for either:
(1) Omission of requested information or (2) Falsification of information.

1.5. IMPORTANT PROVISIONS OF THE PuBLIC CONTRACT CODE RELATED TO PRE-
QUALIFICATION

The California Legislature has enacted a law that authorizes certain public agencies, including
the City of lone, to utilize the design-build process. Public Contract Code Section 20175.2
allows the design-build method of procurement for construction projects in the city in excess of
one million dollars. Within the context of this law, section 20175.2(d)(3)(A) states that “The city
shall establish a procedure to prequalify design-build entities using a standard questionnaire
developed by the city."
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Additionally, Public Contract Code Section 20101 requires every public agency that creates a
prequalification procedure to:

1. Use a standardized questionnaire and financial statement in a form specified by the
public entity;

2. Adopt and apply a uniform system of rating respondents on objective criteria, on the
basis of the completed questionnaire and financial statements; and

3. Create an appeals procedure, by which a DBOF Entity that is denied prequalification
may seek a reversal of that determination.

The Infrastructure Financing Act of the California Government Code Sections 5956 — 5956.10
permits local government agencies to utilize private sector investment capital to study, plan,
design, construct, develop, finance, maintain, rebuild, improve, repair, or operate most fee
producing infrastructure facilities. The private entity in turn is entitled to the revenues produced
by the facility for a period of up to 35 years.

1.6. PuBLIC RECORD

The Pre-Qualification Documents (questionnaire answers, SOQ, and financial statements)
submitted by DBOF Entities are not public records and are not open to public inspection, per
Public Contract Code Section 20101(a). All information provided will be kept confidential to the
extent permitted by law. However, the contents may be disclosed to third parties for purpose of
verification, or investigation of substantial allegations, or in an appeal hearing. State law
requires that the names of DBOF Entities applying for pre-qualification status shall be public
records subject to disclosure; the Contact Information page of the questionnaire will be used for
that purpose.

1.7. CITY OF IONE RIGHTS

The City reserves the right to supplement, amend, or otherwise modify this RFQ and to waive
minor irregularities and omissions in the information contained in the prequalification application
submitted, to make all final determinations, and to determine at any time that the pre-
gualification procedures will not be applied to a specific future public works project.

The City reserves the right to not award a contract as a result of this procurement process or to
terminate the procurement process by written notice to the DBOF Entities for any reason
whatsoever.

The City reserves the right to change or alter the schedule of events associated with this
procurement process upon notice to the DBOF Entities. The City reserves the right to modify or
amend the scope of services, including the addition of other facilities, such as the collection
system, under a single DBOF contract, or the addition/deletion of operation and maintenance
services. By submitting pre-qualification documents, the DBOF Entity agrees to be bound by
any modification made by the City.

The City may refuse to grant pre-qualification where the requested information and materials
are not provided, or not provided by the date specified above. There is no appeal from a refusal
for an incomplete or late application, but re-application for a later project is permitted. The
closing time for submittals will not be changed in order to accommodate supplementation of
incomplete submissions, or late submissions.
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The City reserves the right to investigate the DBOF Entities qualifications provided in the Pre-
Qualification Documents by interviewing references or researching public information.

The City reserves the right to rate the qualifications of DBOF Entities, based on objective
criteria, and develop a short-list of the highest qualified DBOF Entities which will be allowed to
submit proposals on the Project, and to exclude from the short-list those DBOF Entities which
meet the minimum qualification requirements, but are not rated among the highest qualified
DBOF Entities.

The City reserves the right to adjust, increase, limit, suspend or rescind the pre-qualification
rating based on subsequently learned information. DBOF Entities whose rating changes
sufficient to disqualify them will be notified, and given an opportunity for a hearing consistent
with the hearing procedures described for appealing a pre-qualification rating.

The City may require DBOF Entities that will be using Sub-contractors who are not members of
the DBOF Entity for this Project, to submit: (1) The qualification of certain Sub-contractors as
specified in the pre-qualification documents, and (2) Post-proposal qualification review. Such
requirements, if enacted, will follow acceptance of the proposal, but before an award is made.

All pre-qualification documents shall become the property of the City and will not be returned to
DBOF Entities except submittals that are not received by the submission due date, which shall
be rejected and returned unopened to those DBOF Entities. The documents shall remain
confidential, in accordance with Section 1.6, "Public Record" of this RFQ.

Neither the City, its staff, representatives, consultants or agents will be liable for any claims or
damages resulting from the solicitation, collection, review, or evaluation of documents or
submittals related to this RFQ.

1.8. APPEAL PROCESS

Where the scoring of a timely and completed Pre-Qualification Document results in a rating
below that necessary for the short-list of qualified DBOF Entities, an appeal can be made. An
appeal is begun by the DBOF Entity delivering notice to the City of its appeal of the decision
with respect to its pre-qualification rating, no later than ten business days after the notification of
non-qualification. Without a timely appeal, the DBOF Entity waives any and all rights to
challenge the decision of the City, whether by administrative process, judicial process or any
other legal process or proceeding.

If the DBOF Entity gives the required notice of appeal and requests a hearing, the hearing shall
be conducted no later than 10 business days after City's receipt of the notice of appeal. The
hearing shall be an informal process conducted by a panel to whom the City has delegated
responsibility to hear such appeals (the "Appeals Panel"). The DBOF Entity will be given the
opportunity to present information and present reasons in opposition to the rating. Within one
day after the conclusion of the hearing, the Appeals Panel will render its decision. It is the
intention of the City that the release of the RFP to the qualified DBOF Entities will not be
delayed or postponed to allow for completion of an appeal process.
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2. INSTRUCTIONS AND OVERVIEW OF PRE-QUALIFICATION PROCESS

2.1. RFQ AND QUALIFICATIONS SUBMITTAL

This RFQ is the first step in the procurement process for the selection of a DBOF Entity to
design and construct a wastewater treatment facility for the City of lone. In order to be eligible to
submit a Proposal in response to the forthcoming RFP, the necessary Pre-Qualification
Documents must be submitted to the City in response to this RFQ and the DBOF Entity must be
pre-qualified. Only those persons or firms who have obtained an official copy of this RFQ from
the City will receive official addenda (if necessary) to this RFQ.

Submission of responsive Pre-Qualification Documents is required for the DBOF Entity to
affirmatively declare their intention to participate in the RFP and Proposal process.
Qualifications submittals shall comply with the instructions in this RFQ. Only those DBOF
Entities that have been pre-qualified and selected for the short-list of DBOF Entities shall be
eligible to submit Proposals in response to the RFP.

By signing and submitting Pre-Qualification Documents, the DBOF Entity certifies that no
principal (which includes shareholders, partners, officers, directors, or executives) is presently
debarred, proposed for debarment or declared ineligible to bid or participate in any federal, state
or local government agency projects.

2.2. SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS, DATE, AND DELIVERY

A Certification of the Pre-Qualification Documents must be signed under penalty of perjury in
the manner designated on the certification page, by an individual who has the legal authority to
bind the DBOF Entity on whose behalf that person is signing. The Certification form is in
Appendix A, Section A-4.

A DBOF Entity may submit modified Pre-Qualification Documents to replace all or any portion of
previously submitted documents up to the submittal date. Only the latest version of the Pre-
Qualification Documents will be considered.

If any information provided by a DBOF Entity becomes inaccurate, the DBOF Entity must
immediately notify the City and provide updated accurate information in writing, under penalty of

perjury.

The due date for the submission of the fully completed Pre-Qualification Documents is
2:00 PM on (Monday) October 15, 2009.

A complete submission will be comprised of an electronic copy, in PDF format, on a
compact disc (CD), one fully completed, signed, printed original with required
attachments, and five (5) hard copies.

The Pre-Qualification Documents (CD and hard copies) must be submitted in a sealed envelope
or box and plainly marked on the upper left hand corner with the name and address of the
Consultant/Contractor and bear the following title: City of lone DBOF Wastewater Services
SOQ. Deliver to LEE & RO, Attn Bob Godwin, 8880 Cal Center Drive, Suite 170, Sacramento,
CA 95826.
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All Pre-Qualification Documents submitted after the submittal deadline will not be accepted and
will be rejected and returned to the DBOF Entity unopened. An amendment is considered a new
statement of qualifications and will not be accepted after the specified time and date. The
delivery of Pre-Qualification Documents to the City by the submittal deadline is solely the
responsibility of the DBOF Entity.

Respondent may withdraw submitted Pre-Qualification Documents prior to the submission due
date by delivering a written withdrawal request to the address above. Such withdrawal will not
prejudice the City against the DBOF Entity in regards to future opportunities to work with the
City.

2.3. PRE-SUBMITTAL MEETING AND SITE VISIT

DBOF Entities are required to attend a pre-submittal meeting and site visit. The purpose of the
meeting is for the City to provide DBOF Entities with a Project update and for the DBOF Entities
to ask questions about the Project and this RFQ. Only written responses by the City in the form
of an addendum to this RFQ, to requests for information made by DBOF Entities, shall be
binding on the City.

This will be the only opportunity for DBOF Entities to meet with the City prior to the
prequalification documents submittal date.

The mandatory pre-submittal meeting and site visit will be conducted on September 29, 2009.
The meeting will begin at 11:00 AM at City Hall, 1 East Main Street, lone, California and will be
followed by a site visit.

2.4. ADDENDA TO RFQ

During the period provided for preparation of Pre-Qualification Documents, the City may issue
addenda clarifying this RFQ. Such addenda will be humbered consecutively and distributed to
all DBOF Entities that registered to receive the RFQ. It is recommended that prior to submitting
the Pre-Qualification Documents, DBOF Entities contact the Owner's Representative, Bob
Godwin of LEE & RO, and verify the number and subject of the addenda that have been issued.
The DBOF Entity shall be responsible for obtaining all addenda prior to submitting Pre-
Qualification Documents. Submittal of Pre-Qualification Documents shall constitute certification
that the DBOF Entity has received and reviewed all addenda. Additionally, the Pre-Qualification
Questionnaire (Appendix A) requires that the DBOF Entity acknowledge all addenda by
providing a list of addenda received.

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All communications to LEE & RO must be submitted in writing and are subject to distribution to
all Respondents. Communications sent via electronic mail may be printed and made available to
all Respondents.

Except as provided above, any contact with a member of City staff, City Council
members, other City consultants, or other key Project personnel by a Respondent
concerning any matter relating to this procurement may result in a Respondent’s
disqualification from eligibility for the procurement.

2.6. EXPENSES OF THE DESIGN-BUILD-OPERATE-FINANCE ENTITIES

The City accepts no liability for the costs and expenses incurred by the DBOF Entities in
responding to this RFQ, the future RFP, subsequent negotiations, and all other activities
associated with this procurement process. DBOF Entities shall prepare the required submittals
at their own expense and with the understanding that the City shall not provide reimbursement
for the associated costs and expenses.

2.7. EVALUATION OF PRE-QUALIFICATIONS DOCUMENTS AND DESIGN-BUILD-OPERATE-FINANCE
PROPOSALS

2.7.1. RFQ and Pre-Qualification Documents

This RFQ is the first step in the procurement process for the Project. In order for a DBOF Entity
to be eligible to submit a proposal in response to the forthcoming RFP, the DBOF Entity must
submit a response to this RFQ and must be pre-qualified and short-listed by the City in
accordance with the procedures set forth herein.

An Evaluation Committee, consisting of City staff and consultants, will evaluate the responses to
this RFQ contained in the Pre-Qualification Documents. The Evaluation Committee, at its sole
discretion, shall have the right to seek written clarifications from any of the DBOF Entities in
order to fully understand the nature of the submittals and evaluate the DBOF Entities. Except as
discussed in Section 1.7 “Appeals Process” of this RFQ, the City and its Evaluation Committee
shall have the sole and final authority to evaluate the Pre-Qualification Documents submitted, to
determine the pre-qualification rating of each DBOF Entity, and to establish a short-list of
gualified DBOF Entities.

The City anticipates designating a short-list of the three highest qualified DBOF Entities which
will be eligible to receive the RFP document and continue in the selection process. However,
the City reserves the right to designate more, or less, than three DBOF Entities on the short-list.
The ranking of DBOF Entities for the purpose of prequalification and establishing a short-list will
not carry forward into the review of proposals submitted in response to the RFP.

2.7.2. RFP and Design-Build-Operate-Finance Proposals

The City will issue the RFP to the short-list of qualified DBOF Entities eligible to submit
proposals as the second step of the procurement process.

Proposals submitted in response to the RFP will be evaluated and DBOF Entities ranked by

“best value” as defined in Public Contract Code 20133. The RFP will set forth the evaluation
criteria and weighting factors for all criteria in accordance with Public Contract Code 20133. The
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evaluation criteria will include, but is not limited to, price, technical design, construction
expertise, life cycle costs, skilled labor force availability, and safety record.

2.8. DEFINITION OF A DESIGN-BUILD-OPERATE-FINANCE ENTITY

A Design-Build Entity is defined by Public Contract Code Section 20175.2(c)(3): “'Design-build
entity" means a partnership, corporation, or other legal entity that is able to provide
appropriately licensed contracting, architectural, and engineering services, as needed, pursuant
to a design-build contract.”

Although that definition allows wide latitude in the composition of the DBOF Entity, the City of
lone requires the DBOF Entity to identify and list certain core member organizations that will
comprise the entity. Those core organizations must individually complete the appropriate scored
guestion portion of the prequalification questionnaire and obtain a passing score to be
considered qualified. The core members that must be listed in the DBOF Entity are:

Engineer of Record

Structural Engineer

Mechanical Engineer

Electrical Engineer

Mechanical Subcontractor

Electrical and Instrumentation Subcontractors
Operations Manager

Those core members of the DBOF Entity identified in response to this Pre-Qualification
Document must be selected on qualifications alone, but the services of other subcontractors or
sub-consultants who are not identified as core members must be procured by a public bid
process [Section 20175.2(f)], subsequent to selection of the DBOF Entity.

If the DBOF Entity is led by a single corporation or organization with the capability of performing
several core design and construction services and/or private financing (i.e. an integrated
Design-Build company with licensed engineering staff and general contractor qualifications),
then that organization must successfully qualify for each listed discipline.

If the DBOF Entity chooses to use a core member organization with the capability of performing
a combination of services (i.e. a subcontractor with a licensed engineer and design staff), then
that member must successfully qualify as both the subconsultant and subcontractor for the
listed discipline.

The following diagram illustrates the various members of a DBOF Entity that may be included
and that if included as members of the DBOF Entity must complete the appropriate portions of
the Pre-Qualification Questionnaire in Appendix A. The Pre-Qualification Questionnaire includes
portions that must be completed for the DBOF Entity as a whole, the Financer Member, the
General Contractor Member, the Engineer of Record Member, the Operations Manager
Member, each listed Sub-Contractor Member, and each listed Sub-Consultant Member.

2.9. DETERMINING THE MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS AND RANKING OF THE DESIGN-BUILD-
OPERATE-FINANCE ENTITY

.

The DBOF Entity must meet the minimum qualifications established in Appendix A to be
considered pre-qualified. Those DBOF Entities which meet the minimum qualifications will be
evaluated and ranked according to the criteria in Appendix B to determine a short-list of the
highest qualified DBOF Entities which are eligible to respond to the RFP. The successful DBOF
Entities are those which meet the minimum qualifications and are the highest ranked. The City
expects to short-list three DBOF Entities for responding to the RFP. The three levels of
evaluation are:

2.9.1. Essential Qualifications

This level is comprised of the minimum basic requirements that the DBOF Entity must possess.
The questions will be answered by the Evaluation Committee based on information provided by
the DBOF Entity and its Members in the Pre-Qualification Questionnaire and the SOQ. Each
guestion and the pre-assigned score value is listed in Section A-5.1 of Appendix A. All guestions
must be answered correctly so that the aggregate score for all questions in this level is equal to
100% of the possible score. If the DBOF Entity passes this level, they may then proceed to the
next level.
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2.9.2. Scored Qualifications

This level is comprised of the minimum qualifications and experiences that the DBOF Entity
should possess. The basis for evaluation is information provided by the DBOF Entity in the Pre-
Qualification Questionnaire and the SOQ. Each question and the pre-assigned score value is
listed in Section A-5.2 of Appendix A. The questions will be answered by the Evaluation
Committee and the aggregate score for all questions in this level must be equal to or greater
than 80% of the possible maximum score. If the DBOF Entity passes this level, consideration of
their qualifications will proceed to the next level.

2.9.3. Evaluation and Ranking of Qualified Design-Build-Operate-Finance Entities
Each DBOF Entity which meets the minimum qualifications established in the scoring criteria in
Appendix A will be evaluated and ranked according to the criteria and weighting in Appendix B,
which are the following:

e Pre-Qualification Questionnaire Score (Appendix A)  10%
e Financial Qualifications 20%
e Technical Approach and Team Expertise 30%
¢ Understanding of Process, Goals, and Objectives 20%
e Design and Construction Experience 25%

The basis for evaluation and ranking is information provided by the DBOF Entity in the Pre-
Qualification Questionnaire and the SOQ, interviews by the Evaluation Committee with the
owners of previous projects that the DBOF Entity and its Members have been involved in, and
interviews by the Evaluation Committee with each DBOF Entity. At this time, the City is only
interested in reviewing operations qualifications and these will not affect the RFQ evaluation and
ranking process.

The Evaluation Committee will short-list the three highest ranked DBOF Entities as those
eligible to receive and respond to the RFP. Scores and rankings of DBOF Entities in response
to this RFQ will not be carried forward to the RFP process.

2.10. REVIEW AND NOTIFICATION PROCESS

The completed Pre-Qualification Documents must be submitted by the deadline specified
above. Once received, the review and notification process will be as follows:

a. The Pre-Qualification Documents will be date and time stamped upon receipt.

b. The Pre-Qualification Documents will be reviewed for completeness by City staff
within five (5) working days from the deadline date. The DBOF Entity will be notified
as to completeness. If the Pre-Qualification Documents are complete, it will proceed
to be reviewed.

c. The completed Pre-Qualification Documents will be reviewed by City staff within
twenty (20) working days from the deadline date.

d. The DBOF Entity will be notified of their qualification rating within twenty-five (25)
days from the deadline date.

If the DBOF Entity meets the minimum qualifications for this Project and is included on the

short-list of qualified DBOF Entities, they will be eligible for responding to the RFP and will be
notified of the opportunity when the RFP documents are issued.
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If the DBOF Entity does not meet the minimum qualifications for this Project or is not included
on the short-list of qualified DBOF Entities, they may initiate an appeal process as defined
previously in Section 1.8 of this RFQ.

3. PROJECT SPECIFIC INFORMATION

3.1. CiTY OF IONE BACKGROUND

The City of lone is located in the western foothills of the Sierra Nevada Mountains in Amador
County, California. The terrain in and around the City of lone is characterized predominantly by
gently rolling hills. Two state highways pass through the City of lone, intersecting in the
downtown commercial district. Highway 124 travels generally southwest to northeast through
lone, while Highway 104 travels generally southeast to northwest. The southern and more
developed portion of the City is bisected east to west by Sutter Creek. Nearby communities
include Clay to the west, Clements and Wallace to the south, and the Cities of Jackson, Sutter
Creek, and Amador City to the east and northeast. The City of Sacramento is located
approximately 40 miles to the northwest of the City of lone.

The City has a resident population of approximately 3,300. This number does not include the
3,725 inmates from the Mule Creek State Prison or the 300 wards of the Preston Youth Facility,
both of which are located within the city limits of the City of lone. The City has a central
business district comprised of various retail and office uses, while no industrial uses currently
exist within the city limits. Two mining companies, Unimin Mine and lone Minerals, lease
property to operate mining operations to the immediate south of the City of lone.

The City of lone provides wastewater service to its residents and owns and operates a
wastewater treatment and collection system. The wastewater service area is divided by Sutter
Creek with approximately 450 acres on either side of the Creek. The service area consists of
the resident population and a small number of commercial customers, but not the inmates and
wards of the Mule Creek State Prison or the Preston Youth Facility. The main section of “Old”
lone is located generally east of the WWTP and south of Sutter Creek. The wastewater
collection system serving the older part of the City was initially constructed in 1955 and consists
primarily of gravity flow sewers. Newer infrastructure has been installed as residential
subdivisions have been approved and constructed within the City.

The existing wastewater treatment plant (WWTP) consists of an aerated pond system, which
discharges treated effluent to evaporation-percolation ponds (land discharge). In the past,
sludge removed from the secondary biological process was treated in an aerobic digester
before being dewatered on two asphalt and two sand-bottom sludge-drying beds. The WWTP is
currently storing sludge within the treatment ponds themselves, with plans to periodically,
remove and dispose of the accumulated sludge.

The wastewater service area consists primarily of residential uses, as well as the main
commercial area of the City, including retail shops, restaurants, and City Hall. The wastewater
service also includes the treatment of the backwash water produced by the Amador Water
Agency (AWA) at the lone Water Treatment Plant. No wet industries or commercial enterprises
producing industrial-type wastes are currently connected to the system.

During the summer months, the secondary effluent from Amador Regional Sanitation Agency
(ARSA) and Mule Creek State Prison is diverted to the Castle Oaks Water Reclamation Plant
(COWRP). The City of lone owns and operates the COWRP. At this tertiary plant, the water is
treated to Title 22 Standards before it is used for irrigation of the Castle Oaks Golf Course.
There currently are no facilities that would make it possible for the City to send lone secondary
effluent to the COWRP.
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The City is in the process of submitting a Report of Waste Discharge for the proposed lone
Water Reclamation Facility to the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board
(RWQCB). The City is seeking a single permit for both the new WRF and the existing COWRP
tertiary treatment plant with the ability to dispose of tertiary effluent into the Percolation Ponds or
to use for water reclamation.

The City of lone, like many valley and foothill communities, is experiencing an increase in
development and expects this trend to accelerate over the coming years. The City is currently
near or at capacity for the treatment and disposal of wastewater, and an expansion of capacity
would be necessary in order to accommodate future planned growth and wastewater flows
during extremely wet winters.

The City of lone Wastewater Master Plan (July 29, 2009) evaluates the existing wastewater
treatment system and proposed project phases for developing treatment, disposal, and storage.
The analysis has resulted in a range of viable Project technologies, which are the subject of this
Design-Build-Operate-Finance procurement process. Proposers are encouraged to review the
available reference documents to further understand the unique issues associated with each
option discussed in the Project Description.

In compliance with CEQA, an accompanying environmental impact report (EIR) has been
prepared to evaluate the environmental impacts associated with the Master Plan and proposes
mitigation measures for construction and operation impacts when required. The EIR is currently
circulating for public review and has not been approved by the City. The City Council is
expected to consider whether to certify the EIR and approve the Master Plan in October 2009.
By issuing this RFQ, the City is not making any representations about the City’s intent to certify
the EIR or approve the Master Plan.

3.2. CITY’'S GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The primary purpose of the Project is to ensure that all effluent is treated to a tertiary level prior
to disposal and to ensure safe and reliable wastewater treatment for the community.

A main objective of the proposed Project is to comply with requirements for remedial action
specified in the Cease and Desist Order, and to ensure that the treatment and disposal of
wastewater is performed in an effective manner. In the Cease and Desist Order the Regional
Board required additional investigation into the impacts caused by the operation of the existing
treatment ponds and percolation ponds both on the shallow groundwater aquifer and potentially
on adjacent Sutter Creek.

The overall objectives of the Project are:

1. Develop a water reclamation project that will comply with the Cease and Desist
Order and meet the requirements of the RWQCB. Address the issues of water
guality defined by the Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) for discharge limits
issued by the RWQCB. The anticipated WDR discharge limitations are summarized
in Section 3.9 of this RFQ.

2. Environmental Impacts. Comply with mitigation requirements in the pending certified
EIR. Incorporate measures to minimize potential environmental impacts on the City
of lone and surrounding areas. (Considerations include, but are not limited to, habitat
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conservation, endangered species and habitat, air and water quality, greenhouse
gas emissions, wetlands and estuary preservation or enhancement, and agricultural
land enhancements).

3. Project Costs. Meet the project water quality requirements while minimizing lifecycle
costs. Create a predictable cost stream for the construction and operation of the
Project.

4. Regulatory Compliance. Comply with applicable local, state, and federal permits,
land uses, and other requirements.

5. Water Resources. Address water resource issues by mitigating the Project’s impacts
on water supply. Maintain the widest possible options for beneficial reuse of treated
effluent with the goal of developing a sustainable water supply.

3.3. PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND APPROACH

The City of lone’'s Wastewater Master Plan (July 29, 2009) recommends the tertiary treatment of
all effluent, considering current growth projections. This RFQ is related to the procurement of
Design-Build-Operate-Finance services for the Phase | Expansion of the proposed Project,
which includes the components listed below:

Phase | Expansion (0.8 MGD)

1. Activated Sludge/Tertiary Treatment Facilities

2. Demolition and Remediation of Existing Treatment Facilities

3. Construction of Recycled Water Pump Station and Pipeline to the COWRP
4. Construction of Percolation Pond 8

These four elements are discussed briefly below and fully described in the Wastewater Master
Plan (July 29, 2009).

3.3.1. Activated Sludge/Tertiary Treatment Facilities

The existing secondary treatment system involves the use of four aerated treatment ponds
(Ponds 1 through 4) and associated operational and non-operational facilities and equipment.
The treatment system is both outdated and insufficient in size to meet the City’s future needs.
Therefore, replacement of the aerated treatment pond system with a nutrient removal activated
sludge and tertiary treatment system is proposed. The new 0.8 MGD tertiary treatment facilities
for the proposed Project would include the following components:

These facilities are to be built on property currently owned by the City but outside the boundary
of the existing treatment system and will be designed and constructed in a manner which does
not interrupt the operation of the existing treatment plant. Special consideration during design
should be given to the arrangement of these facilities and planning for the Phase Il Expansion,
as discussed in the Wastewater Master Plan (July 29, 2009).

3.3.2. Demolition and Remediation of Existing Treatment Facilities

Demolition and decommissioning of the existing treatment facilities at the secondary treatment
plant will include:

e Restoration of the site of Treatment Ponds 1, 2, 3, and 4
e Implementation of mitigation measures for Percolation Ponds 5 and 6

3.3.3. Construction of Recycled Water Pump Station and Pipeline

Construction of a recycled water pump station and pipeline will be required to pump treated
effluent from the new treatment facilities to the existing recycled water forcemain originating at
the Castle Oaks Water Reclamation Plant (COWRP). The pump station will consist of a wetwell
containing multiple pumps designed to work in tandem with the existing effluent pumps located
at the tertiary treatment plant. The new pipeline will be 12 inches in diameter. Crossing of Sutter
Creek will occur on the underside of the Five Mile Road Bridge. With the exception of the bridge
crossing, the new pipeline will be constructed underground and located entirely within City
owned land or County roadway right-of-ways.

3.3.4. Construction of Percolation Pond 8

Existing Percolation Ponds 5, 6, and 7 do not have adequate storage and disposal capacity to
meet the Phase | requirement of 0.8 MGD. Therefore, construction of Pond 8 is required. This
pond will be located to the south of Ponds 1 through 4 and west of Pond 7. A minimum bottom
surface area of 4.2 acres and an operating depth of 8 feet are required not including a minimum
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2-foot freeboard. Once Pond 8 is constructed and operational, the City will have a projected
disposal capacity of approximately 0.9 MGD. Pond 8 will tie into the existing Pond 7 through an
approximately 150 foot long, 12-inch diameter pipeline. This pipeline already exists, and was
constructed in 2001.

A geotechnical report with recommendations concerning the construction of Percolation Pond 8
will be made available during the proposal process.

3.5. PROJECT BUDGET, FUNDING, AND OWNERSHIP
The City’s engineering consultant, LEE & RO, has developed preliminary project cost estimates

for construction in the City of lone Wastewater Master Plan (July 29, 2009). According to the
LEE & RO planning level estimates, the construction costs for the Project vary from $10 to $15
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million. It is expected that the Design-Build-Operate-Finance proposals submitted as part of this
procurement process will further define the Project construction costs and lead to final
determinations of specific treatment and disposal technologies.

Due to the ongoing economic climate, public funds are not sufficient to cover the capital costs of
constructing the proposed Project. As a result, the City has elected to utilize private sector
funding to augment the existing public funding sources pursuant to the Infrastructure Financing
Act (“IFA”") (California Government Code Sections 5956 — 5956.10).

The City’s Wastewater Fund will be available to cover some of the costs of this DBOF contract.
However, once project cost estimates have been submitted for the lone Water Reclamation
Facility, the City will analyze the possible adjustments to their wastewater rates.

3.6. PROJECT TEAM AND CONSULTANTS

The project team consists of City staff, City legal and administrative staff, and consultants from
several engineering and professional firms. The primary roles related to this Design-Build-
Operate-Finance procurement process are the criteria consultant, the financial consultant, the
City attorney, and the construction manager.

LEE & RO will serve as the Owner’'s Representative and will develop the preliminary design
documents and performance criteria.

The City will contract additional consultants required to assist in the Design-Build-Operate-
Finance selection process. These include a financial consultant to perform an evaluation of the
financial capacity of each DBOF team and the City attorney to review the DBOF advertisement
documents and DBOF team submittals for completeness and legal compliance.

LEE & RO will support the City by providing Construction Management services throughout
project implementation.

3.7. ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW AND PERMITTING

The environmental review process must comply with the California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA), applicable City of lone land use policies, and the regulatory authority of a number of
local, State, and Federal agencies. These agencies may include, but are not limited to, the
following:

The City intends to maintain the primary responsibility for obtaining most State and Federal
permits and approvals and is currently preparing the applicable CEQA documents for this
Project. The DBOF Entity is expected to be responsible for obtaining local permits typically
issued by the City of lone and Amador County. Examples include, but are not limited to,
encroachment, grading, and building permits.

This RFQ document is intended to provide only an overview of the anticipated permit
responsibilities and is not binding on the City or DBOF Entity. The RFP document will provide
more detailed discussions of the required services.

3.8. SITE EVALUATION

3.8.1. Site Description

The City of lone WWTP, otherwise known as the City secondary WWTP is located directly south
of Sutter Creek at the corner of Marlette Street and Old Stockton Road. The original facility was
constructed in 1955 and modified and expanded multiple times in succeeding years. The City’'s
wastewater is treated at the secondary WWTP.

The majority of the new treatment system is anticipated to be constructed immediately south of
the existing treatment ponds on the property of the existing secondary WWTP. The City has
developed site specific geotechnical recommendations for that site along with topographic
mapping. This information will be available to DBOF teams during the proposal process.

3.8.2. Geological Background

The lone area is divided between two geomorphic provinces, the Sierra Nevada section to the
east and the Great Valley of California to the west. These features were created by a series of
geologic events over millions of years. Mineral resources, the products of lone’s geologic
history, have played an important role in the City’s development.

Gold found in and along stream channel in the mid-1800s and copper mined from the hills east
of lone through the 1900s were the principal metallic ores of significance in the area.

Underlying the valley is the lone formation of clay, sand and conglomerates created by erosion
of materials from the Sierra Nevada Mountains and subsequent sedimentation and
consolidation in the marine environment that existed millions of years ago in the Eocene
geologic period. The 400 foot thick formation has been commercially mined since the mid-1800s
for clay and lignite, and more recently for glass and sand.

Surface soils overlying the lone formation consist in the hilly areas generally of shallow gravelly
clay loam layers of moderate to low permeabilities. In the valley bottomlands, somewhat deeper
sections of sandy, silt, and clay loam soils predominate and demonstrate moderate
permeabilities.

Surface permeabilities and depth to the relative impervious consolidated clays are key factors
influencing the potential for wastewater disposal to land.

The existing secondary WWTP is situated on quaternary alluvium of the Modesto-Riverbank
formation that has been deposited on the lone formatted. The soils are mapped as Honcut very
find sandy loam on Honcut loam over clay. The soils are not expansive.

Geotechnical surveys for the construction of Percolation Pond 8 and the proposed treatment
facilities have been completed along with a topographic survey. The surveys will be available
during the proposal stage and will be preliminary in nature. DBOF Entities would be responsible
for further analysis that may be necessary for the design of treatment facility structures.

3.8.3. Biological Background

There are no known endangered species or sensitive resources on the WWTP property that the
development of a treatment facility could potentially affect.

3.8.4. Cultural and Archaeological Background

The principal state regulations relating to preserving historic and archaeological properties are
Public Resources Code Section 5020 et seq., California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
Sections 21083.2 and 21084.1, and CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5.

For CEQA purposes, “historical resources” include: a resource listed in, or determined eligible
for listing in the California Register of Historical Resources; a resource included in a local
register of historical resources adopted pursuant to a local ordinance or resolution, or included
in a historical resource survey, meeting the requirements of California Public Resource Code
Section 5024.1(g). Or, any resource that the lead agency deems to be historically significant or
significant in the architectural, engineering, scientific, economic, agricultural, educational, social,
political, military, or cultural annals of California.

There are no known prehistoric archaeological sites on the WWTP property that the
development of a treatment facility could potentially affect.

3.9. GENERAL TREATMENT REQUIREMENTS

3.9.1. Available Influent Wastewater Flow Data

The Wastewater Master Plan was completed by LEE & RO and PMC in July 29 2009 and
summarizes flow and loading projections for the City’s secondary wastewater treatment plant
based on growth in the City up to the year 2030. lone’s current service obligations include
Amador Regional Sanitation Authority (ARSA), City residents, and the City’s single large
discharger, Amador Water Agency (AWA).

3.9.2. Waste Discharge Requirements

The City is currently developing the treatment facility performance criteria to be included in the
RFP. The performance criteria will include the effluent discharge limits that are to be required by
the Regional Water Board.
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The City’s permit is currently under review and the existing facilities will not likely be adequate
for the new permit requirements. At a minimum the Board has concerns about effluent quality
because of the shallow groundwater and potential conductivity with Sutter Creek. New
requirements will likely be predicated on resolution of final disposal options. More specifically,
the existing plant facilities do not include final clarifiers which are expected to be needed to
significantly reduce suspended solids and biological oxygen demand (BOD) in the plant effluent
and no disinfection currently occurs. Finally, the existing facilities are not capable of consistently
reducing the concentrations of nitrogen compounds in the plant effluent. Below are initial the
initial design parameters. Final parameters will be provided in the RFP.

3.13. CONTRACT PRINCIPLES

The City has not determined the specific form of the contract documents to be utilized for the
Project agreement. The City has developed in-house contract documents and agreements and
is also evaluating standard industry contract documents, including those published by the
Design-Build Institute of America and the Engineering Joint Contract Document Committee.

The RFP will contain the preliminary contract principles that the City expects to reflect in the
agreement. The following are summaries of certain principles that are expected to be included.
These principles should not be considered as all inclusive or definitive as to the form or
substance of the actual contract provisions. The City reserves the right to amend, modify or
delete any of these principles in the contract to be issued with or as an addendum to the RFP.

The City intends to maintain ownership of the site and facilities.

e The City intends to be responsible for obtaining most, or all, of the required State and
Federal regulatory permits and approvals.

e The DBOF Entity will be responsible for the final design of the facility and assume
design risk.

e The DBOF Entity will be responsible to design, construct, start-up, and acceptance
test the facility by a date specified in the agreement.
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The City will select the DBOF Entity based on a “best value” Design-Build-Operate-
Finance proposal.

The DBOF Entity will be responsible to design, construct, start-up, and acceptance
test the facility for the agreed Design-Build-Operate-Finance price.
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4. STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS

4.1. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

The Pre-Qualification Documents, including the Statement of Qualifications (SOQ), shall be
submitted in accordance with the requirements of Section 2.2 of this RFQ. Respondents are
urged to be complete, but concise, in their responses. Sales brochures are not desired unless
directly related to the SOQ and referenced in the text. No interpretation or clarification of the
meaning of any part of this RFQ will be made orally by the City to any potential Respondent.
Requests for interpretation or clarification by any Respondent must be made in writing as
described in Section 2.5 of this RFQ. Any and all such interpretations and clarifications will be
made in the form of written addenda to this RFQ. Receipt of all addenda shall be acknowledged
by Respondents. An acknowledgement form for receiving addenda will be provided as part of
each addendum, if any, to this RFQ.

The format of the SOQ shall be as outlined above. Narrative pages are to be 8 %2 inches by 11
inches, and shall be bound into the volume. A minimum of 12-point font size and single line
spacing is required for text. The SOQ must be in English. A clear and concise presentation of
information is encouraged. A page limit of 50 pages is set for the SOQ main document, not
including the attachments. Audio-visual materials including audio tapes, video tapes and CD
ROM presentations will not be accepted. Additional information concerning the submittal
requirements to this RFQ is set forth below.

4.3. TRANSMITTAL LETTER
The SOQ must include a cover letter containing the name, title, address, telephone number, fax

number, and e-mail address of the Respondent and the principal contact person. The cover
letter shall also include a complete listing of all companies that form the Respondent’s team.
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4.4, TABLE OF CONTENTS

A table of contents shall be included in the SOQ, itemizing the contents of the Respondent’s
submission.

4.5. RESPONDENT TEAM COMPOSITION

The SOQ shall indicate the type of firm or organization (corporation, partnership, joint venture,
etc.) that will serve as the contracting party, and provide single-entity responsibility for the
Project. A Project organization chart is required. Additionally, the SOQ shall identify the parties
that will undertake the responsibilities for financing, public relations, design, construction,
startup, testing, and commissioning of the facility.

The proposed contractual relationships between the Respondent and all major partners and
subcontractors (responsible for greater than 20-percent of the total project effort) relative to the
various phases of the project (e.g., finance, design, construction, and commissioning) shall be
outlined in the SOQ. Suppliers of proprietary or specialty equipment which are expected to be
significant to the Design-Build-Operate-Finance proposal should also be identified.

The history, ownership, organization, and background of the Respondent shall be provided. If
the Respondent is a joint venture, the required information shall be submitted for each member
of the joint venture firm. The Respondent shall describe the history of the relationships among
the team members, including a description of past working relationships.

4.6. TECHNICAL APPROACH AND QUALIFICATIONS

Respondents shall describe their technical and organizational approach in relation to the Project
process, goals, and objectives. Respondents shall demonstrate their ability to undertake the
Project by providing evidence of their technical experience and qualifications related to the
design and construction of projects comparable to the Project. Respondents shall describe their
expected approach to developing a Design-Build-Operate-Finance proposal, in response to a
forthcoming RFP, by providing a discussion of their level of effort anticipated to develop a
proposal and the corresponding extent of preliminary design documents the Respondent
expects to be developed by the City for inclusion in the RFP.

The City reserves the right to conduct an investigation of the Respondent’s technical
gualifications by contacting project references or others, or accessing public information.
Additional information may be requested during the technical qualifications review. As a
minimum, the Respondent shall provide the following information to demonstrate technical
gualifications:

4.6.1. Design and Construction Experience

The Respondent shall provide its individual member and collective design and construction
experience, including Design-Build-Operate-Finance wastewater treatment facilities. Preference
will be given to wastewater treatment plant experience of the type and scale contemplated for
this Project.
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4.6.2. Key Project Staff

The Respondent shall describe their organizational and managerial approach and provide the
relevant qualifications of all key staff assigned to this Project. The Respondent shall provide the
qualifications of all key Project staff, including, but not limited to: Program/Project Manager, on-
site Project Manager, Design Manager, Engineer(s) for each major design segment, and
Construction Manager(s). This submission shall include the information for all key Project staff
of the contracting firm, its parent (if applicable), partner firms, and major subcontractors. For all
key personnel, provide full resumes containing the relevant qualifications as an attachment to
the SOQ.

Respondents must recognize that its key assigned employees, along with subcontractors and
their key employees included in the SOQ, shall be used as a basis for determining pre-qualified
Respondents for eligibility to submit responses to the RFP. Any changes to Respondent teams,
including major subcontractors and key employees, must have prior approval by the City and
generally will only be allowed for extenuating circumstances, such as corporate takeovers,
buyouts, and other unforeseen changes. Respondents shall be evaluated based on the strength
of “key project staff” as well as the depth of experienced staff resources available within the
Respondent structure. Respondents may strengthen their teams prior to submission of their
Proposals by adding additional experienced personnel and subcontractor members.

4.7. RELEVANT PROJECT EXPERIENCE AND REFERENCES

In addition to providing technical qualifications and experience, the Respondent shall provide up
to ten directly relevant projects completed within the past ten years that the Respondent has
been involved with as a financer, designer, builder, and operator.

Although these
projects may be located in the United States or abroad, emphasis shall be on experience in the
United States. In the projects presented, the Respondent must demonstrate qualifications and
experience consistent with the development and implementation of the Project. Respondents
are required to complete the Reference Project Forms in the Pre-Qualification Questionnaire in
Appendix A which provide detailed information about the relevant project experiences described
in this section.

4.8. FINANCIAL QUALIFICATIONS

Required information related to submittal of financial qualifications is set forth below.

4.8.1. Project Guarantor

Respondents are required to identify a Project Guarantor that shall irrevocably, absolutely, and
unconditionally guarantee all of the Respondent’s obligations under the Contract Agreement
including, but not limited to, designing, constructing, acceptance testing, and warranty for the
Project. The Guarantor shall be the Respondent, its parent DBOF Entity, or a substantially
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capitalized affiliate of the Respondent or its parent DBOF Entity. The Guarantor shall have
sufficient financial capability to assure the City that it is capable of performing its obligations
under a Guaranty Agreement for this Project (i.e., financial capability at least commensurate
with the Project). The Respondent is required to complete the Pre-Qualification Questionnaire in
Appendix A, which clearly identifies the Guarantor. This identification also includes a statement
that the Guarantor shall fully guarantee all obligations of the Project.

Respondents shall demonstrate to the City that their Guarantor has the capability and legal
commitment to guarantee the financial obligation of the Respondent for the Project. If a sole
purpose subsidiary (e.g. joint venture) is created as the contracting party, the parent DBOF
Entity or one or more of the partner firms, shall be the Guarantor to guarantee performance of
the subsidiary’s obligations. A subsidiary with limited capitalization and without the full parent
DBOF Entity or partner guarantee shall not be allowed as the contracting party. If a subsidiary
has been formed solely to respond to this RFQ, the reasons for this action shall be fully
disclosed.

4.8.2. Financial Information

The Respondent shall provide full disclosure of its financial position and, if applicable, the
financial position of the corporation guaranteeing the Respondent’s obligations under a contract
eventually executed. Financial information submitted as part of the SOQ shall include the
following:

4.8.2.1. Financial Statements

The SOQ attachments must include copies of the most recent three (3) years of audited annual
reports filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission (the SEC) on Form 10-K, and
supporting documents, and all quarterly reports filed with the SEC on Form 10-Q since the last
10-K was filed. If 10-K or 10-Q reports reference other reports that describe the respondent’s
financial condition, copies of such reports shall be provided to the City as part of the SOQ.

If not required to make periodic filings with the SEC, Respondent shall submit the following in
the SOQ attachments: (a) audited financial statements for the past three fiscal years, including
income statements, balance sheets, and statements of changes in financial position; (b) copies
of the latest quarterly financial reports for the prior three months; and (c) a statement regarding
any material changes in the mode of conducting business, bankruptcy proceedings, and
mergers or acquisitions for the past three years, as well as any disclosure of any potential
mergers or acquisitions.

4.8.2.2. Direct and Indirect Fixed or Contingent Obligations

Respondents must also provide detailed information concerning all direct and indirect fixed or
contingent liabilities undertaken by the Respondent, its parents, affiliates, and subsidiaries in
connection with other projects, whether by way of financial or performance commitments, open
letters of credit, guarantees, or otherwise that may limit its financial exposure for this Project.
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4.8.2.3. Credit Ratings

If the Respondent or proposed Guarantor have short-term or long-term obligations rated by
Moody’s Investor's Service, Standard & Poor’s Corporation, Fitch IBCA, or Duff & Phelps, such
ratings shall be provided.

4.8.2.4. Litigation

The Respondent shall disclose any outstanding litigation that could potentially impact its
financial condition if judgment is brought against the Respondent.

4.8.2.5. Insurance

Respondents shall specify the limits of liability insurance, including workers compensation and
professional errors and emissions insurance, that they normally provide for a project of this
scope and size, including the amount of any deductibles or self-insured retentions. The
Respondent shall provide evidence of coverage, or evidence of the ability to secure insurance
coverage, at those limits.

4.8.2.6. Financial Information Requirements Relating to Responses
Submitted by Consortia, Joint Ventures, or Partnerships

If the SOQ is being submitted by a consortium, a joint venture, or a partnership, the SOQ shall
identify all parties and relationships. Each member of such consortium, joint venture, or
partnership shall provide full disclosure information regarding their financial strength as
specified in this section for individual respondents.

4.8.3. Security Requirements

Respondents are required to furnish evidence of their ability and intention to provide the
Performance Bond, Payment Bond, and insurance coverage necessary for a project of this
scope and size. The Pre-Qualification Questionnaire in Appendix A requires Respondent to
affirm their ability to appropriate bonds and insurance, including notarized letters of commitment
from sureties or banks.

4.9. PRE-QUALIFICATION QUESTIONNAIRE

Respondents are required to complete and submit the Pre-Qualification Questionnaire which is
included as Appendix A of this RFQ. The Pre-Qualification Questionnaire will be scored based
on the scoring criteria provided in Appendix A and will be used to determine whether a DBOF
Entity meets the minimum qualifications necessary for prequalification. Only those DBOF
Entities which meet the minimum qualifications will be ranked for consideration on the short-list
of DBOF Entities which will receive the RFP.
